2) Seating 

     a.  seats will be assigned
       b.  Chairs – don’t lean back in them, keep feet out of them
       c.  Tables – sit up to them, hands on top of them

3) Tardies

a. Go to office and get a tardy slip

b. 3 tardies = 1 unexcused absence

c. 4th tardy = 30 minute detention with me

d. Any more tardies = office detention with Mr. Richardson   

4) Absences

a. Go to office and get admit slip

b. Check with your Table Buddy

c. Check in the assignment tray for your class


**  Excessive tardies and absences can affect whether students have to take semester finals 
and/or whether they receive class credit.  (See Student Handbook) 
5) Leaving the room – take care of things between classes!

a. 3 restroom passes are allowed for each 9 weeks

b. After 3 passes are used, there will be a 15 minute detention for each additional pass 

c. If you forget your materials and have to leave the classroom to get them, then you will have a 15 minute detention with me that day after school

6) End of period dismissal

a. Do not leave your seat until the bell rings

b. I will dismiss you, not the bell

c. Take all your materials with you

7) Textbook checkout

a. Textbooks will be checked if needed – sign card found inside the cover of the book and give it to me.  When you return the textbook, check it back in to me

8) Turning in papers   
      a.Papers will be passed to the front and I will record who has turned in their 
         assignment

10) Your notebook 


a. Keep all graded assignments at least until the final grade for the grading period is posted

b. Keep classroom procedures and expectations in your notebook all year

11) Emergency alerts

a. Tornado alarm – exit through front door and go to central hallway by business classrooms

b. Fire alarm – exit through the back door of the classroom and walk to the other side of the alley
Consequences and Rewards

As in the real world, negative behaviors have negative consequences and positive behaviors have rewards.

For example, if you choose to speed on the highway, you risk getting a ticket or maybe even having a wreck.  Likewise, if you choose to behave inappropriately in my classroom, there will be an uncomfortable consequence for that behavior.  Consequences in my classroom may range from detention or loss of privileges to a conference with your parents or even a referral to Mr. Richardson.

On the other hand, if you meet the classroom expectations and make good choices in my classroom, you may earn a reward, either individually or as a class group.  These rewards may be in the form of extra points on an assignment, listening to music in class, dropping your lowest assignment grade, a class celebration, or even more fun lab activities.

ZAP Policy (Zeros Aren’t Permitted)

In my classroom, a student will be “Zapped” when he/she fails to turn in an assignment by the due date.  A “Zapped” student will be required to serve a 30 minute mandatory tutoring with me.  If the student fails to complete the assignment or fails to show up, the detention time will increase to 1 hour until the missing assignment is completed properly and turned in.  Late papers will be docked a minimum of 10%.  

Students in extracurricular activities need to pay close attention to due dates and hand in assignments appropriately.
