Kansas at Risk

What is the At-Risk Program?
· Mandated by state to increase academic skills of students who are behind their peers and/or at-risk for not graduating from high school with their peer group. 

Where are we in Elkhart in designing/implementing our At-Risk Program?
· All students are ranked based on their assessment scores. 

· Students scoring below proficient on reading/math KSA, below 49th percentile on reading/math subsections of CAT lV, in bottom 20% on reading diagnostic, and below published cut scores on DIBELS, are placed in the program. 

· Tose students qualifying for the program were assessed using an At-Risk checklist of additional behaviors/factors that research associates with not graduating on-time, and given a raw score. 

· Sorting first by assessment scores, then by behavior scores, students were placed in rank order from most at-risk to least at-risk in each grade level. 

· Principals were given a non-inclusive list of interventions to be tried with their at-risk students. 

· Using an I-Team format, principals and teachers are directed to discuss each identified at-risk sudent individually and choose one or more interventions to use with that student to increase his skill level in his identified deficit area reading, math, or reading and math. 

· Following implementiation of thise intervention, teachers ansd principals must decumetn results and turn in a report demonstrating whether or not the interventions were successfull in mitigating the skilll defecit. 

· Identifacation tools and reports from interventions will be kept in a central location to facilitate spring compliance audits.
