Course Objective

Students will be introduced and exposed to the Spanish Language through the use of all four language skills.  This is a beginner course and requires no previous Spanish knowledge.  The purpose of this course is to enable students to begin to acquire proficiency in Spanish through a linguistic, communicative, and cultural approach to language learning. Emphasis is placed on the development of listening, speaking, reading, and writing skills and on acquisition of the fundamentals of applied grammar.
