
Zeros Aren’t Permitted (ZAP)  

1. Friday is the deadline for any assignments due during that week. 
 

2. If a student has a 0 on Monday for any assignment, he/she has a tutoring/detention 
until 3:55 on M-Th. until the 0 assignment is submitted. 

 
3. Any tutoring/detention that is not fulfilled will follow the school policy on 

detentions, which could ultimately end up in ISS. 
 

4. If a class has 100% papers turned in by the due date, every member of the class 
will receive bonus points equivalent to 10% of the grade for that assignment. If a 
student has 0’s for more than 3 weeks, he/she will be eliminated from the bonus 
process. 

 
5. Students who offer to attend tutoring as Study Buddies (assisting their classmates) 

may receive Key Club credit for their time.  The tutoring instructor has the right 
to deny these hours if the time is not used for work. 

 
6. Accommodations will be made for students in the SPED and ESL programs in 

coordination with the appropriate instructors. 
 
FROM MY CLASS RULES: 
1. Detention with teacher – initial academic detention is 25 min.  No appearance or 

lack of cooperation results in 60 min.  No appearance or lack of cooperation 
results in 1 hour on two nights. 

2. Report to Principal. 

FROM THE HANDBOOK: 
DETENTION TIME - Detention time will be served in each building in a designated room. Students 
must be on time, must be quiet, and stay seated and awake and must follow all rules or the time will 
not be counted. Detention must be made up or the time will be doubled. Continued failure to serve 
detention will result in more serious penalties. Students with a good reason for not making up a 
detention the day it is due must make arrangements with the principal prior to the time the detention is 
to be served. 
High School Detention Times: 7:30 - 8:00 & 3:30 - 4:00 
 
IN SCHOOL DETENTION - In school detention may be assigned for disciplinary purposes at the 
discretion of the principal and will be served during the regular school day at normal school times.
